Content    The course is designed to develop a general historical awareness among students that should contribute to their general critical thinking skills. This course begins with the Renaissance and how it relates to the rise of Islam in the Middle East.  It transitions to the rise of nation states, world of geographic discovery, the Enlightenment, the Age of Science, the struggles between nation states resulting in numerous European wars, the struggle for social and political revolution in 1848, the contest for European dominance resulting in World Wars I & II,  the Cold War, the collapse of the Soviet Union, the demise world colonialism, the failures of the United Nations, and the sudden impact of Middle Eastern power.  Throughout, there is an emphasis on growing interdependency throughout the world.

Requirements for Successful Completion:  To complete this course, students must achieve a 70% proficiency in the materials presented.  There will be two major exams:  a mid-term and a final exam.   

       A Special Assignment project will required that will be determined by the professor.   This will be a short essay on a topic to be chosen by the professor.  This assignment will account for 1/3 of the grade.  The Final Exam will include a exit essay.

Grades will be determined by a combination of several factors: the grades awarded on tests, completion of special assignments, participation in class, and attendance.
