Content Outline:  The course is designed to develop a general historical awareness among students that should contribute to their general critical thinking skills. This course has an emphasis on: American Geography, Native Americans, the Period of European Exploration, the Colonial Period, the Revolutionary Period, the formation of the American Constitution, the Early National period, Antebellum America, and the onset of the American Civil War.

Requirements for Successful Completion:  To complete this course, students must achieve a 70% proficiency in the materials presented.  There will be two major exams:  a mid-term and a final exam.   

       A Special Assignment project will required that will be determined by the professor.   This will be a short essay on a topic to be chosen by the professor.  This assignment will account for 1/3 of the grade.  The Final Exam will include a exit essay.

Grades will be determined by a combination of several factors: the grades awarded on tests, completion of special assignments, participation in class, and attendance.
