Course introduces English prose writing, concentrating on sentences and paragraphs. Developmental English I is a skills improvement course that may not be used as credit for a certificate or degree.

Course Goal:  The course will help students understand the relationships of grammar, usage and mechanics in writing sentences, paragraphs and short essays. 

Course Objectives: 

Students will be able to:

· Analyze essays and write paragraphs and themes utilizing different rhetorical modes 

· Evaluate written and/or oral expression by reading and listening critically for elements that reflect an awareness of situation, audience, purpose, and point of view

· Understand that writing is a process that includes planning, organizing, composing, revising, and editing

· Compose complete and grammatically correct sentences

· Generate an appropriate thesis statement and develop major points in a reasonable and logical manner

· Write paragraphs and essays employing correct diction, syntax, usage, grammar, and mechanics

· Utilize various techniques to join sentences

Course Requirements:

1. Minimum of 6 graded writing assignments

2. Periodic quizzes

3. A midterm and final exam

4. Class and lab participation
COURSE POLICIES

GRADING:  Final grades will be based on an average score from writing assignments, quizzes, exercises (in-class and lab), mid-term test and a final test.

ATTENDANCE: Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class. The policy of the English department is that no student shall pass with absenteeism of more than two weeks of classes. Excused absences shall not exceed more than two. Students must drop the class at the Registrar's office to avoid an F grade if they stop attending class for any reason.  Students may receive a W or F grade upon the fourth absence. Excessive absences will not be tolerated. Students who arrive late to class must see the teacher after class to have that absence removed. Lateness is frowned upon. Students who leave class early will be counted absent unless the instructor has been consulted.

PAPERS:  Students are expected to come to class prepared.  Rough drafts are to be turned in:

· in black or dark blue ink,

· with appropriate margins,

· skipping every other line, and

· with writing on only one side of the paper.

· Drafts may be typed.

· All final drafts must be typed.

All essays are to be turned in ON TIME. The instructor will decide to accept late out-of-class papers on a case-by-case basis. Late papers will receive a late grade-one grade reduction for each class day the paper is late.
PLAGIARISM:  Plagiarism is the taking of another's work and presenting it as one's own.  Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a grade of F for the paper with a warning as to the seriousness of the act.  If it occurs a second time, the student will be dismissed from that class with a grade of F and possibly could be suspended or expelled from the college.  

EXCEL CENTER:  The Excel Center is in 2-306. The EXCEL Center is a learning lab open to all students enrolled at Nunez. The lab has extensive hours for using the computer software tutorials. Also, English and math instructors devote time for person-to-person tutoring in the lab. Lab times and tutoring times will be posted early in the semester. Students are encouraged to utilize the lab services to improve grammar, punctuation and structural skills.
