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	COURSE DESCRIPTION

English Composition I emphasizes expository writing and effective reading. This is an introductory course in writing for those students who demonstrate the ability to write at the expected college level by placement tests or successful completion of DEVE 0880. Satisfactory performance on a proficiency exam is required to pass this course.
Prerequisite:  Placement by ACT English score, Nunez Placement Test, or a grade of “C” or higher in DEVE 0880.

An assessment follows: 70% papers, 20% quizzes, exercises and summaries and 10 % attendance.

	ATTENDANCE
Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor may drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the roster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student will fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

No student may create disturbances to the learning environment.  Students may be warned, asked to leave class and/or referred to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and should be avoided.  A student’s need to be in constant contact with the outside world through high-tech electronic devices (beepers, cell-phones, etc…) does not supersede basic classroom etiquette, and the beeping, buzzing or ringing of these devices are definitely considered a disturbance by the instructor. 

Only those persons enrolled in the class should be present in class.

PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action.

	SUPPLEMENTAL RESOURCES
          EXCEL CENTER: The Excel Center is in room 2-306. The Excel Center is a learning lab to all students enrolled at Nunez. PAPERS:  Students are expected to come to class prepared. Essays are to be turned in: 

· in black or dark blue ink,

· with appropriate margins

· skipping every other line

· written on only one side of the paper

· folded lengthwise to the right

· with name, date, class title, time of class, and type of essay written outside



	All essays are to be turned in ON TIME.  Only one late essay will be accepted without loss of points.  The grade on subsequent late essays will be reduced ten points.  All papers must be turned in no later than the fourth class period after the due date.  Papers coming later will be considered on a case-by-case basis.  White lined paper is required.  
Cell phones – All cell phones must be turned off before entering class.  Do not leave class to take a call.  Do not answer the phone in the classroom.
