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CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  Covers management processes such as planning, organizing, staffing, influencing, and controlling.  The course examines relationships between supervisor and employees, as well as between the members of groups in the business society.  Establishment of operating principles and policies through examination of case materials will be discussed.  Prerequisite: BUSN 1100 – Introduction to Business.

COURSE GOAL: Provides the student with an overview of business management.
