	COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduces various types of plant hazards, safety and environmental systems and equipment, and industry regulations.

Purpose of the Course:

Safety, Health, and Environment is one of the core courses in the Process Technology Alliance Curriculum (PTAC), sponsored by the Gulf Coast Process Technology Alliance.  The two-year program has been created to train students for careers as Process Technicians in the chemical and refining process industries.  This course is the foundation for all of the other courses in the PTAC program.

Safety, Health, and Environment provides a general overview of the various types of plant hazards, safety, and environmental systems and equipment, and regulations under which plants are governed.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

At the conclusion of the course, participants will be able to:

1. Discuss the function and purpose of personal protection equipment, testing equipment, and permitting systems found in local plants. Employ and exhibit attitudes and behaviors that are critical to avoid personal injury, injury to others, or injury to the environment.

2. Apply various analysis techniques to identify potential unsafe workplace practices, and workplace hazards to help ensure the safety of the work environment and demonstrate the correct use of equipment and facilities used to prevent or contain various emergencies that may occur in the Process Industry.

3. Use MSDS to obtain key information regarding hazardous materials and employ labels and placards to identify the contents of process vessels, piping, and miscellaneous containers.

4. Identify the various agents that can present potential safety and health hazards in the Process Industry, including process fluids, pressurized equipment, physical agents, and air contaminants. Identify specific categories of hazardous chemicals used in the Process Industry and the potential safety and health hazards posed by these chemical.

5. Explain the various routes of entry hazardous chemicals use to enter the human body and describe the short-term and long-term impact specific hazards have on individual health and safety, as well as the environment.

6.  Identify the various factors which can lead to leaks, spills, and releases and their potential dangers to worker safety and environmental protection and Discuss the various federal, state, and local regulations as well as industry standards the impact the Process Industry.

REQUIREMENTS FOR SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION

· Major courses that must be completed with a grade of “C” or better.

· Students may select the area of enrichment with department head approval and must be completed with a grade of “C” or better.

· General Education courses in the areas of Sciences and Math must be completed with a grade of “C” or better.

Students will be given an exam for each lesson covered, a midterm exam, and a final exam.  Students will be given lab activities and a final project that will be graded.

	ATTENDANCE
Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor may drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the roster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student may fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

No student may create disturbances to the learning environment.  Students may be warned, asked to leave class and/or referred to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and the instructor and should be avoided.  A student’s need to be in constant contact with the outside world through high-tech electronic devices (beepers, cell-phones, etc…) does not supersede basic classroom etiquette, and the beeping, buzzing or ringing of these devices are definitely considered a disturbance by the instructor. 

Only those persons enrolled in the class should be present in class.

PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action.
