	COURSE DESCRIPTION

Welcome to Biology. This is a general education course for science majors. You must be eligible to enroll in English 101. You are strongly encouraged to enroll in Biology 111 concurrently. In this class, you will have an introduction to animal and plant structure and function at the level of organ systems. Topics will begin from the atom and the course will finish with animal organs and systems.

After completing this course, you will have an understanding of the following:

3) The cell

4) Photosynthesis and respiration

5) Mitosis 

6) Plant and human structure, nutrition and transport, reproduction, growth and development

7) Homeostasis in animals

2) Describe the hierarchy of the organization of life

3) Describe the components of the atom

4) Describe the four major classes of organic molecules

5) Explain the roles of osmosis and diffusion in physiological processes

6) Describe the basic features of the anatomy and physiology of the human body systems

	ATTENDANCE

I do not distinguish between “excused” or “unexcused”. I use a point system to calculate your attendance. I will not deduct any points for the first absence. Each class you miss after the first is 5% of your total grade deducted.

Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor will drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the roster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student will fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

No student may create disturbances to the learning environment.  Students may be warned, asked to leave class and/or referred to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and the instructor and should be avoided.  A student’s need to be in constant contact with the outside world through high-tech electronic devices (beepers, cell-phones, etc…) does not supersede basic classroom etiquette, and the beeping, buzzing or ringing of these devices are definitely considered a disturbance by the instructor. Only those persons enrolled in the class should be present in class.
PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING
Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action. The use of websites like echeat.com is considered cheating. Your presentation must have references.
