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I. Course Description

NURS 1140
Geriatric Nursing II (3-0-3) 

This course will provide information on the care of the elderly. The theories and concepts of aging, the physiologic and psychosocial changes and problems associated with the process, and the appropriate nursing interventions are discussed.  Management functions of the practical nurse are addressed. (R)
Corequisites: NURS1050, 1060, 1100, and 1110.

Course Goals
The course content seeks to provide an understanding of the basic concepts of aging, the physiologic changes that occur with aging, and how these changes impact nursing care.  This course also seeks to provide the student with a respect and appreciation for the older adult.

Integrate basic principles related to each major body system; including the normal anatomy of the system, age-related changes within that system, and the most commonly occurring diseases of that system in the older adult.

3. Identify risk factors in each major body system for developing common diseases of the aging population.

4. Identify patient and family teaching strategies to promote health and provide care for the aging population.

Incorporate the nursing process in the care of the geriatric patient.

Identify common physiologic problems that occur within the different systems for the geriatric population and incorporate in the nursing plan of care.

2.      Utilize the nursing process to assess, develop, implement and evaluate a plan of care for the older adult.

3.      Incorporate biological and psychosocial changes of the adult life cycle into the nursing plan of care.

Identify characteristics of the nurse as a leader, responsibilities of the nurse manager, and the steps to use for conflict resolution.
Behaviors:

Identify the difference in management versus leadership.

2. Describe the different styles of leadership and be able to recognize these styles in self and others.

3. Identify problem-solving techniques in making leadership decisions.

4. Identify the steps of conflict resolution to resolve conflicts in the workplace.
