REQUEST FOR ACADEMIC AMNESTY

It has been at least two years since I have attended any regionally accredited institution of higher education.  I, __________________________________,

(Social Security no.)_____________________________, wish to request academic amnesty on all college–level work completed prior to ____________(at least two years before my first semester of enrollment at Nunez Community College). I understand that my application shall include evidence that conditions have changed and there is reasonable expectation of satisfactory performance.  Applying for Academic Amnesty does not ensure approval.
I also understand the following:

1. No less than two years must elapse between the end of the semester in which I was last registered for credit at any college or university and being enrolled under Academic Amnesty.

2. I must submit an application for Academic Amnesty to the Registrar during the semester in which I first enroll at Nunez Community College.

3. My request will not be considered until the College has received official transcripts from all of my previous colleges.

4. The Registrar will evaluate each application and recommend to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs only those who meet the criteria and who indicate the potential for success. 
5. No prior academic credit carries forward as part of a degree program. However, the prior record remains a part of my overall academic record.

6. If academic amnesty is granted, the date is entered upon the transcript along with a statement prohibiting use of previously earned credits and quality points to 

(a) meet degree requirements,

(b) compute the GPA leading toward certificates or degrees, or

(c) determine eligibility to graduate

7. If I am granted Academic Amnesty, my status will be that of an entering freshman.

8. All credits earned prior to the above date shall be eliminated from the computation of my cumulative grade point average.

9. All credits earned prior to the time academic amnesty is declared will be on my academic record but will not be computed in the grade point average.

10. Should I transfer to another college or university, the receiving institution will determine if the courses for which academic amnesty is granted shall be computed in my grade point average.

11. All credits earned prior to the above date will not be applied toward a degree or certificate program at Nunez Community College

12. I will be admitted to Nunez Community College on probation.

13. This decision is irrevocable.

14. My official Nunez Community College transcript will indicate that I declared academic amnesty on all college-level work completed prior to my first semester of enrollment at Nunez Community College.

15. I may apply to take a credit examination for any course completed prior to declaring academic amnesty if a grade of “C” or better was earned in the course.
