	COURSE DESCRIPTION

      Intensive practice in building foundation reading vocabulary and comprehension skills. Classroom component focuses on increasing vocabulary knowledge, comprehension and interpretation of various reading passages through the development of skills and strategies. Laboratory component focuses on individual prescription and requires two hours per week in the Excel Center. This is a skills improvement course that may not be used for credit for a certificate or degree. Satisfactory performance on a proficiency examination is required for credit in the course. Prerequisite: Placement test or Instructor’s recommendation.

     -Build vocabulary skills through the use of meaningful context, analysis of word structure, using context clues, and understanding word parts.

     -Select an appropriate reading strategy; read actively through monitoring comprehension and managing reading time.

     -Demonstrate comprehension of selected reading materials.

     -Recognize the basic patterns of organization; organize information through highlighting, marking, outlining, mapping, and summarizing.
REQUIREMENTS FOR SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION
 The student must earn an overall grade of “C” or better; all assigned work, reading of literature, quizzes and tests, and a final department exam must be completed. The student must score 70% or higher on the department final exam. The student must show significant growth on the Nelson-Denny Reading Test at the end of the semester. ANY STUDENT NOT TAKING THE FINAL PROFICIENCY OR THE FINAL EXAM FAILS THE COURSE REGARDLESS OF THE GRADE UP TO THE FINAL WEEK OF CLASS.

	ATTENDANCE
Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor may drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the roster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student may fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class. CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

No student may create disturbances to the learning environment.  Students may be warned, asked to leave class and/or referred to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and the instructor and should be avoided.  A student’s need to be in constant contact with the outside world through high-tech electronic devices (beepers, cell-phones, etc…) does not supersede basic classroom etiquette, and the beeping, buzzing or ringing of these devices are definitely considered a disturbance by the instructor. 

Only those persons enrolled in the class should be present in class.
PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action. The first violation will result in a warning and an F for that assignment; however, a second offense will result in removal from the course and possible suspension or expulsion from the college.
