	COURSE DESCRIPTION

A study of 3-dimensional art.  Studio assignments will explore visual elements in 3-dimensional forms and structures.  Critiques of existing art, both traditional and contemporary, are an integral part of the studio work.

REQUIRED MATERIALS

There is NO textbook for this class. - The supply list is below (more detailed list to be given with each assignment.)

     Assignment  #1 =  Manipulation – 25 pounds of air-drying clay, pottery tool set, wood board

     Assignment  #2 =  Subtraction – soapstone, carving tools, goggles, mallet, polish

     Assignment  #3 =  Addition – found objects, epoxy , whatever else you might need

     Assignment  #4 =  Substitution – provided for you

COURSE GOAL

To teach the student to make art work relating to the third-dimension of depth.

Three-dimensional art refers to the addition of depth to the two dimensions of height and width.  In this course we will explore the visual elements (line, shape, mass, light, value, color, texture, space), and design principles (unity, variety, balance, emphasis, subordination, scale, proportion, rhythm) as they apply to the third-dimension.  Through a series of projects we will learn to manipulate these elements through different methods of creating form - manipulation, subtraction, addition, and substitution (modeling, carving, assembling, and casting.)

This course will consist of a series of projects, each of which will build upon the previous project.  

The student will be required to produce a completed project with each assignment - projects will be critiqued by the student, peers, and the instructor.  Critiques will be held after the competition of major assignments. 

CONTENT OUTLINE
Studio Assignments

Assignment  #1 =  Manipulation (MODELING)

MATERIAL - Clay 

PROCESS - Modeling pliable material into a form

GOAL - Learn to shape form = balance and unity

GOAL - Start to explore the elements of design and principles of order as they relate to the third dimension of depth

Assignment  #2 =  Subtraction (CARVING)

MATERIAL - Soapstone

PROCESS - Cutting away unwanted material (carving) = (you must wear safety glasses)

CONTINUED GOAL - Learn to shape form 

GOAL - Explore line/edge, movement/rhythm, and harmony

Assignment  #3 =  Addition (ASSEMBLAGE)

MATERIAL – Found Objects

PROCESS - Assembling objects into a new form = (you must wear safety glasses)

GOAL - Explore relationship between shape, plane, space, proportion, variety, and movement/rhythm 

Assignment  #4 =  Substitution (CASTING)

MATERIAL – Clay, Moldrite, Resin 

PROCESS - substitution of one material (clay) for another (resin) with the aid of a mold

GOAL - Apply your knowledge of the elements of design and principles of order

GRADING

Major assignments are to be graded on a basic 10 point scale.  The Bestof Sculpture Garden / NOMA experience along with the formal analysis paper should account for ten percent of the class grade.  The drawing assignments should be the bulk of the final grade.

	ATTENDANCE
Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor may drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the roster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student will fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

No student may create disturbances to the learning environment.  Students may be warned, asked to leave class and/or referred to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and the instructor and should be avoided.  A student’s need to be in constant contact with the outside world through high-tech electronic devices (beepers, cell-phones, etc…) does not supersede basic classroom etiquette, and the beeping, buzzing or ringing of these devices are definitely considered a disturbance by the instructor. 

Only those persons enrolled in the class should be present in class.

PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action.
