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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
 A study of the basic elements that comprise the theater and theatrical productions.  This course will offer an extensive history of the theater from Indian dance drama through the 20th Century.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  Upon completion of this course students should comprehend the manner by which the theater and theatrical productions have evolved over the past six thousand years.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:

1. Students will feel confident analyzing classic and modern plays.

2. Students will comprehend the course of theatrical development beginning with the Indian dance drama and continuing through the 21st Century.  

3. Students will possess the requisite skills to critique plays, monologues and complex theoretical writings as well as their own.

4. Students will learn to synthesize large amounts of information for public presentation.

5. Students will learn to apply complex philosophical ideas to the everyday situations.

6. Students will clearly understand the social epoch from which specific theatrical and cultural trends emerged throughout history.

COURSE POLICIES

MIDTERM.  The midterm exam will test students on all material covered during the first eight weeks of the semester.  A comprehensive midterm exam review will be held during the class period immediately prior to the examination date.

FINAL EXAM.  The final exam will test students on all material covered during the second eight weeks of the semester.  A comprehensive final exam review will be held during the class period immediately prior to the examination date.

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS.  Each student will be responsible for completing five writing assignments throughout the semester.  These papers are designed to aid you in the development of your critical thinking skills.  An entire class period will be used to explain the guidelines by which each paper should be completed.   
PARTICIPATION.  Your participation is vital to your success in this class.  We will frequently engage in group discussions about the material being covered throughout the semester.  Each and every opinion can aid us all in a better understanding of the information with which we will be engaged.

TEACHING ASSIGNMENTS.  Each student will be responsible for at least two teaching assignments throughout the semester.  These assignments will require students to introduce the class to the main points of the subject matter we are covering during a specific week.  Students will teach in groups as well as alone.  

QUIZES.  Announced and unannounced quizzes will be given throughout the semester to ensure that you are keeping up with the material.

ACADEMIC DISHONESTY:  Familiarize yourself with the academic dishonesty policy of Nunez Community College.  If you commit academic dishonesty, you will receive an “F” on the assignment and/or and “F” for this course.  There will be absolutely no exceptions to this rule.  Academic dishonesty includes but is not limed to: cheating, stealing, falsification of information and plagiarism.
