	[Curriculum-wide Policies]

	ATTENDANCE
Attendance will count as 10% of the student’s grade.  Students are expected to attend every class on time. In the event of an absence, it is the responsibility of the student to contact a peer for missed notes.  Any student missing more than 3 absences will loose 100 points or 10% of the grade.
