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	EVALUATION OF INSTRUCTION
The students evaluate class during the semester.  The instrument used allows students to comment on the instructor and his presentation of the course.  The results of these evaluations are made available to the instructor after grades are complete and turned into the Division.

The Dean of the division or his designee visits classes to observe instructors and completes an evaluation.  A copy is given to the instructor with the opportunity for the instructor to respond to the evaluation.  The evaluation with the instructor’s response is kept on file in the Dean’s office.

Faculty is expected to teach each scheduled class for the full class period for the entire length of the semester.  If a faculty member unexpectedly cannot teach a class due to emergency or illness, the faculty member must notify the Health and Natural Science office prior to the class so that alternative coverage of the class or timely notification of the students of cancellation of the class can be accomplished.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 

A. Describe the origin and development of and the trends in nursing and health care including the ethical and legal standards as they relate to the practical nurse.

B.   Provide and document basic bedside nursing care for the middle-aged and elderly by utilizing the nursing process, critical thinking skills, appropriate cultural factors and by applying life span concepts to individual clients.

C.
Perform physical assessment techniques including measure vital signs, head to toe   physical examination and documentation of the assessment findings on appropriate records. 

D.
Use therapeutic communication skills and medical and nursing terminology in providing sound client care and communicate data orally and written to members of the health care team.

E.
Describe and demonstrate the use of the principles of medical and surgical asepsis, universal precautions, infection control in relation to the human body’s immune, inflammatory, allergic and wound healing responses when implementing care. 

F.
Describe and demonstrate use of essential guidelines for client and nurse safety including proper body mechanics and principles of fall prevention.

G.
Identify appropriate nursing interventions for alterations in normal bladder and bowel elimination patterns, nutrition, safety, comfort and hygiene needs of clients in acute care and long-term care facilities. .

REQUIREMENTS FOR SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION
Attendance at and preparation for lab/clinical is mandatory.  A student who misses more than two (2) days per fall/spring semester and more than one (1) day per summer semester will be dropped from the program.  

Student evaluation will be based upon:  Skills performance check-off, Patient care plan evaluations, Patient teaching plan evaluations, Participation in Pre and Post conference.  Evaluation will result in a satisfactory or unsatisfactory completion of the Laboratory rotation. .  

CONTENT OUTLINE
The course content seeks to provide basic knowledge of fundamental nursing skills with emphasis on hygiene, comfort, safety, nutrition, exercise, and communication.  Concepts related to health, adaptation, medical terminology, and basic microbiology are integrated within the course. 

GRADING

Critical behaviors for designated nursing skills must be satisfactorily demonstrated before a student will be allowed to perform them in the hospital or clinical setting.  Supervised practice in the nursing lab is encouraged prior to scheduling evaluations.

Each skill tested in the laboratory must be performed within the allotted time limit.  An absence for the time period scheduled for skills testing will represent one evaluation opportunity, and will be evaluated as unsatisfactory.  A maximum of three evaluation opportunities (skill check offs) will be allowed for each designated skill.  Unsatisfactory performance on the first and second opportunities will be followed immediately by a conference with the student.  Should a third unsatisfactory performance of a laboratory skill occur, a written evaluation be completed by the instructor and signed by the student, instructor and course coordinator.  If unsatisfactory performance of a laboratory skill occurs the third time, the student may be terminated from the course and program.  Based on the college calendar, the student may be allowed to receive a grade “W” in the course.

When a student performs at an unsatisfactory level the clinical instructor should schedule a conference.  The instructor should review this evaluation with the student and advise the student of the behavior required to meet course objectives.  The student may receive a copy of the written documentation of this conference.
  

A student who receives a final grade of unsatisfactory in the skills lab/clinical lab component will receive an “F” in the course even if he or she is passing the theory component.




	

	ATTENDANCE
Students should read the policy on attendance in the Nunez College Catalog.  Roll will be checked each class and the instructor may drop a student for excessive unexcused absences prior to the official last day to drop a course.  If the instructor drops a student from the foster before the last drop date, the student will receive a “W” grade.  If absences occur and/or accumulate after the last day to officially withdraw, the student will fail the course.  Excessive absences usually equal to two weeks of class time.  Students who arrive late to class must see the instructor after the class to have that absence removed.  Students who leave class early may be counted absent for that class.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE
No student may create disturbances to the lab/clinical environment.  Student may be warned, asked to leave lab/clinical and/or to the Vice-Chancellor for Student Affairs or designee for disciplinary action depending on the frequency or severity of the disturbance.  Eating and drinking are not allowed in the laboratory or classroom area at any time.  Only beepers/cellular phones that do not make noise will be allowed in class.  Students are not to answer cell phones or beepers in class.  Students should instruct family members/significant other not to call during class times or clinical times.  In the case of an emergency, students can be reached through the Health & Natural Sciences Division office.  Entering and leaving the classroom during class time is a distraction to other students and the instructor and should be avoided.  All personal appointments should be scheduled after school hours or after clinical time.  Instructors are not required to provide make up time for student’s appointments scheduled during class time.  Spreading or listening to gossip and rumors is unprofessional.  The student must learn to keep person conflicts and problems to oneself.  Insubordination, dishonesty, disrespect, use of and/or possession of narcotic or dangerous drugs not prescribed or any other inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated.  If this occurs, the student will be removed from the classroom and will be considered absent for the whole day.  The student will then be subject to immediate disciplinary action and possible termination from the program.

PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Cheating/plagiarizing is a serious offense.  Webster defines plagiarism as the act of “taking and using as one’s own the ideas or writings of another.”  Depending on the frequency or severity of a student’s cheating/plagiarizing the instructor may lower the student’s grade or recommend the student to the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs for disciplinary action.
