Nunez Library Archives is
pleased to be part of the initial
offerings of the LOUISiana Digital
Archives. This project allows for
digital images of archival holdings
to be viewed by anyone with access
to the Internet. Two LOUIS staff
members, Pat Vince and Selina Wang,
came on October 27 to give hands
on training for using the Content
dm software. Barbara Vaughn, C.A.,
and Ron Chapman, Instructor in His-
tory, learned the technical jargon
and skills needed to convert physical
items such as pictures and texts into
archival quality digital images. The
prst items that Nunez will put on
the site are photographs and copies
of original documents relating to
Shell Beach, a naval training station
during World War I1. Mr. Chapman
is excited about the possibilities of
using a password-protected version
of the Content dm program that
will allow him to make items avail-
able just to his students.
